FINDING THE RIGHT COLLEGE

(FOR THE STUDENT WHO HAS ALREADY CHOSEN A MAJOR)

Choosing the right transfer school takes a lot of time and research. Most of your initial research will be done through reading, and below we have listed some great resources to get you started. You should visit the schools and speak to an admissions person and an advisor in your academic program before making the final decision.

For each of the above colleges, create a separate information sheet including the following information:

1. Admissions Office phone # and contact person’s name and title.

2. Your academic department phone # and contact person’s name and title.

3. Availability of your major.

4. Application procedures and deadlines for the college and for your major.

5. Specific courses that you should be taking at Lakeland to prepare you for your major. (You may be able to get this information at Lakeland, or you may have to contact your transfer school’s admissions office, or specific academic department.)

6. Length of your program.

7. Regional and program accreditation.

8. Courses required in your major.

9. Size of the college overall, and your program specifically.

10. Size of the classes in your major.

11. Cost of tuition and living expenses.

12. Availability of financial aid.

13. Living accommodations on and off campus.

14. Safety concerns.

15. Student body--age, gender, commuter vs. resident, full-time vs. part-time.

16. Unique characteristics of the school, i.e., religious affiliation.

17. Availability of professional career planning assistance.

18. Job placement and graduate school acceptance information about graduates who had the same major you have chosen.

19. Availability of advisors & instructors.

20. Availability of tutoring and other academic assistance.

21. Library size, currency of related collections, and availability.

22. Availability of current technology, in your major and overall.

23. Your own questions and concerns.
