BIOGRAPHIES

LEONARD DiCOSIMO is the president of the
Cleveland Federation of Musicians, Local 4 and
represents a diverse clientele of musical artists
including the Musicians of The Cleveland
Orchestra, Playhouse Square Foundation,
independent songwriters and an abundance
of world class musicians that call Northeast
Ohio home. He is also the director of music
ministry for Pilgrim UCC in Tremont. Prior to
his Lakeland appointment, DiCosimo directed
choirs, taught conducting classes and music
directed productions for the music theater and
theater departments for eight years of Baldwin-Wallace University.

DiCosimo played acoustic and electric bass for Playhouse Square
Foundation, Great Lakes Theatre Festival and Cleveland Playhouse, served
as a music director for productions at Cain Park in Cleveland Heights and
worked with a variety of artists ranging from Phyllis Diller to the Fat Boys.
He also sailed the high seas as a cruise ship musician. DiCosimo released
two collections of origins songs and was owner of the incomparable wine
and martini bar, Budapest Blonde, in Independence.




NADA VENCL MONTGOMERY has been the
accompanist for the civic chorus since 1994
when former director, Romeo Pallante, brought
her to the group. She has been a Lakeland

Civic Band member since 1985 where she is

the piccolo player and a soloist. For more than
20 years she has worked in the Independence
Schools as accompanist for the high school
under Ken Gunlicks, and currently, at the middle
and high school under Gretchen Vencl Obrovac.
