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Prospective students must keep track of 20 required minimum hours of observation, with at least 10 hours in
each of two settings of physical therapy. Examples of various settings may include but not limited to acute
hospital, outpatient clinics, skilled nursing facility, and schools. This allows for a broader exposure to the
profession and various experiences to assist in the decision to pursue our PTA program. Additional sheets
or the back of this form may be utilized for additional observational hours. Signatures verifying observation
hours must be from a licensed PT or PTA.
